Open Forum 7:30 Two members of the public attended the Open Forum.  
Concern was raised about the regular and consistent parking of commercial vehicles and private cars alongside the greens. One of the reasons for this is the lack of parking associated with some of the smaller rented properties in the village. There was a discussion on this including thoughts on the council looking to find lay-by space for vans in particular, along the Brushford Road. The council agreed to review the letter placed on windscreens earlier, with a view to re-issuing it. It was noted that such a letter may have limited effect unless there is somewhere else for parking.
Some re-cycling boxes are put out overflowing and therefore without lids, causing rubbish to blow around the village.[ Following the meeting the clerk has discovered that it is simple to order another box or a replacement lid from MDDC using the following link. https://www.middevon.gov.uk/do-it-online/request-new-containers/. It was agreed they had done a very neat job on the wiring. The Clerk is liaising with SWAST over the training date.
· The Clerk reported he had completed the CiLCA course two months early and sent it off for assessment. He was still waiting for it to be marked two months later

	· Planning application 16/01937/HOUSE. This has been approved by MDDC. 
· Green Acres. The removal of unauthorised items has to be completed by April 21st and this will be closely monitored by MDDC Enforcement Officer.
· Marbear Gillscot Cross. There has been a delay in the final demolition of the old building due to family circumstances, but it is uninhabitable now and will be removed by the end of the year.

	Highways
	· Road Warden scheme. The council agreed not to pursue this for two different reasons. One was that it was felt this was the thin end of the wedge and if a Road warden Scheme was set up the burden would fall on a small circle of volunteers who would be expected to do more and more work for DCC Highways. The second reason concern over the very limited and tightly worded insurance cover provided to any volunteers and the Parish Council, following information and advice from a law lecture at Exeter University, who is a parish councillor in another parish.

· The sign stating “No Access or Turning for HGVs Do not follow Sat Nav” was purchased and has been erected near to C&R Construction. Hawkridge Farm have not replied to the letter and a follow-up will be sent.
·  Definitive map Review.  A meeting has been arranged for April 13th and posters put up in the Parish.
· Road from Thorn Corner to West Leigh this has been reported and an acknowledgment received from MDDC Highways

	Councillors’ reports and items for future agenda
	1. The clerk was asked to contact MDDC Housing regarding how to report noise from a council house
2. The Clerk was asked to write to Mr M Bedford regarding the possible risk of the roof of his green shed coming of and causing damage.
3. Highways Issue  -on the road from Thorn Corner to Farley’s Grave significant numbers of roadside hedges have not been cut causing serious incursion into the highway and curtailing visibility
4. Highways Issue -  Farley’s Grave to Bondleigh has a very poor surface with large potholes
5. Highways Issue – Manns Newton to Leigh Cross road surface damaged possibly by excessive usage by large lorries carrying inert land fill to tip at Mann’s Newton.[ Clerk asked  to also follow up on the planning permission and any enforcement issues]
6. Highways Issue -  Eggesford Four Ways to Eggesford Station has a very poor surface with large potholes
7. Highways Issue -  West Leigh to Southmoor has a large number of pot holes of various sizes
8. Highways Issue – the road from Blackditch Cross to Pennycott Farm has a very poor surface with large potholes
9. The Council were pleased to note that a recent meeting between Ivan Kriznik and three councillors [MB JS and AG] and the clerk had been very productive and that Ivan is doing excellent work on the website.
10. One Councillor reported that a web search on “Coldridge fete” produced images which were not relevant. [Since the meeting the Clerk has checked the official parish website and all the pictures are of the fete.]
