1. Apologies: No apologies.
2. Declarations of Interest: - None.
3. Public participation: - Concern was expressed that the proposed dwelling is of a large, executive style and may set a precedent for similar forms of development in the future.  It was noted that such properties may be less affordable to younger people, and that there is a need to encourage housing suitable for younger families in the village, given the predominantly older population of Puddington.

Location: Land at NGR 282871 110576 Adjacent to The Oaks, Puddington
Proposal:  Erection of dwelling following demolition of an agricultural building
Discussion:  The comments raised during public participation were noted.  Members considered that a development of two smaller dwellings may be more appropriate for the site and would better support the provision of housing suitable for younger families.

5. Resolution to be submitted to the planning authority
Resolved to object to the application on the grounds that the proposed dwelling, by reason of its scale and type, is not considered to meet the local need for smaller, more affordable housing.  The Parish Council considers that a development of two smaller dwellings would be more appropriate, as this would be more likely to provide housing suitable for younger families and support a more balanced and sustainable village community.
