2. Public Session: - No matters were raised by the public during this session.
3. Declarations of Interest not declared in the Register of Interest: - None.
4. Minutes: - The minutes were approved and adopted by all Councillors. 
5. Correspondence: - Circulated electronically to Parish Councillors by SC.
5.1	A last minute item added to the agenda regarding the planning application that had been received on 2 March 2026 regarding the proposed felling of a beech tree at Wisteria Cottage which is in the conservation area, along with suggestions for its replacement.  The Councillors discussed the matter and looked at the report submitted by a private arborist and agreed that they would like further input and opinion from the Mid Devon Council Tree Officer and if he/she supports the existing application then they would like an idea of what it would be replaced with and by when.  Action: SC to write to the MDDC Tree Officer.

6. Memorial to Una Rowcliffe: - 
As Una Rowcliffe provided the land for Jubilee Park and paid all the fees for the title to pass to the village, the Councillors discussed providing a suitable memorial for Una following her passing in January.  It was agreed to provide a brass plaque to be engraved with the words ‘Una’s Bench’ followed by ‘Una and Ron Rowcliffe’s kind donation to the village made this park possible’, and for this to be attached to the bench in the park where Una liked to sit.  Action:  RP to organise this.

7. Matters arising from previous minutes: -

No further progress has been made. SK still to organise a site visit with the Highways Officer.
7.2 Landowner’s Deposit, Lover’s Lane, Puddington
RP questioned whether Enforcement were pursuing the lack of planning application to take down part of the Devon bank.  He will email HT with the details and she will chase this.
